
HARBOUR ROCK SHORT TERM RENTAL AGREEMENT

This Short Term Rental Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made by and between 8015 Caribbean Associates, Limited, a Turks and Caicos, B.W.I., corporation (“Homeowner”) and _____________________ (“Guest”), and as authorized agent for all other persons accompanying Guest. 

1. Property.  The property is a private villa known as “Harbour Rock” and is located at 19 Third Turtle Road, Providenciales, Turks and Caicos Islands, B.W.I. Please make a note of this address which is required when going through immigration at the airport. The property is fully furnished, including bed linens, towels, glassware, crockery, kitchen smallwares and appliances. Guests are responsible for breakages, loss or other damage. Smoking inside the house or near the doors is not allowed. The property is in a residential area. Loud music and noise are not permitted. Family groups only. No destination, graduation, baby, bachelor/bachelorette, wedding or similar parties are allowed. Violation may result in ejection with legal liability and forfeiture of remaining rent and deposit.
2.  Maximum Occupancy: The maximum number of guests is limited to eight (8) persons and up to 10 if the party includes two children no older than 6 years. Unless otherwise agreed between Homeowner and Guest an additional charge of Three hundred U.S. Dollars ($300.00) per person per night for each guest in addition to eight (8) will be assessed. (Yes, this is high, but for your comfort and protection, we do not allow excessive occupancy.)
3.  Term of Rental.  Rental begins at 3:00 p.m. on ____________ (the “Check-in Date”) and ends at 10 a.m. on ________________ (the “Checkout Date”) unless otherwise agreed with local managers. 

4.  Minimum Stay:  This property requires a Seven (7) night minimum stay. 
5.  Rental Rate and Fees
a. Deposit:  A deposit of fifty percent (50%) of the base rental is due at time of booking. The deposit is non-refundable and is applied toward the rental fees. Homeowner may refund all or part of the deposit in its sole discretion based upon amount of notice given, season, and whether Homeowner is able to timely book a replacement Guest.
b. Rental Rate.  Payment in full of the following fees shall be made within Fourteen (14) days of the Check-in Date:

6.  Cancellation Policy:  If Guest cancels for any reason, the deposit will be refunded based on 5 a. above. If Homeowner is required to cancel the booking for any reason beyond the reasonable control of Homeowner, including hurricanes or other adverse weather, Homeowner will attempt to reschedule the visit with Guest, or if Guest has already purchased airline tickets that cannot be changed, will attempt to locate similar accommodation on the island. Otherwise, Homeowner will offer, subject to availability, accommodation at another time, or at Homeowner’s discretion refund 100% of deposits and rental paid if not otherwise covered by travel insurance, but shall not be liable for any other loss, cost or consequential damages whatsoever. Homeowner will not be responsible for additional travel costs arising from government or airline mandatory weather evacuations or other emergencies arising during the visit but will refund, pro rata, for unused nights if not covered by travel insurance.
7.  Insurance:  We encourage all renters to purchase traveler insurance.  We do not represent or specifically recommend any travel insurance company.
8.  Use of automobile. We may grant permission for Guest to use a personal motor vehicle for their convenience while visiting Harbour Rock. Homeowner is not a car rental agency and the vehicle is NOT rented separately. No refund or rental reduction if for any reason vehicle is not available. Liability insurance only as required by local law is maintained. Guest is responsible for any loss or damage. Our Jeep is LHD (American) but all traffic drives on the LEFT SIDE of the road on the island. Check with your insurance company for additional coverage you may require. All drivers must hold a valid driver’s license and MUST be more than 25 years of age. BY LOCAL LAW UNDERAGE DRIVERS ARE NOT COVERED BY LIABILITY INSURANCE. A separate vehicle release is required at check-in. You are of course welcome to rent from a commercial agency. 
9. Swimming Pool. The swimming pool is approximately 4.5’ deep and IS NOT SUITABLE FOR DIVING OR JUMPING. IT IS UNFENCED AND CHILDREN MUST BE SUPERVISED AT ALL TIMES. ALL GUESTS USE THE POOL AT THEIR OWN RISK. As a courtesy, but not as guaranteed protection, for small children ask our manager at check-in for the “Turtle” bracelet warning system available for your use during your visit. (Two children only). All persons must stay out of the infinity edge and waterfall catchment pools.
10.  Radio Antenna: A short wave radio antenna and other equipment is located on the property for use of licensed amateur radio operators who have made previous arrangements with Homeowner and obtained a temporary Turks and Caicos license. Guests shall not tamper with any locked doors or radio equipment and shall prevent children from attempting to climb the mast or guy wires. 
11.  Access:  Guest shall allow Homeowner, its managers and agents reasonable access to the property for purposes of repair and inspection.  Guests shall follow instructions of local managers at check-in or as otherwise needed. Landscape care, pool cleaning and maintenance may be done during your visit.
12. Conservation. The Turks and Caicos Islands are beautiful but lack natural resources taken for granted elsewhere. There is no natural water on the island. A large cistern under the house refilled by expensive desalinated sea water, filtered and UV sterilized provides household water. Electricity on the island is mostly generated by diesel engines and is five to eight times more expensive than in the USA. Many villas charge extra for air conditioning. At the moment we do not and rely on our guests to use the natural ocean breezes to the greatest extent possible and to conserve water and energy whenever they can.
13  Payment Guarantee:  In addition to amounts paid for deposits or rental, the following credit card information is supplied to cover loss, damage or other amounts due to Homeowner. Homeowner will notify Guest of any amounts to be charged under this section.
